Re:  Strategy and Intelligence: New Postgraduate Courses at DPUIC 

On behalf of DPU International College, I would like to invite your attention to 
our new postgraduate programs in Strategy and Intelligence (S&I).  Our intention is to conduct the first of our Master of Science (MSc) and Doctor of Philosophy (PhD) programs at Dhurakij Pundit University (DPU) International College in the second semester starting in October/November 2010.

DPU’s decision to introduce this unique international S&I postgraduate program has been influenced by the growing demand for smart strategists and policy administrators; specifically, people who have the skills and ability to provide management solutions at the operational and policy levels.  Graduates would be expected to be employed in national and international organisations such as those dealing with security, intelligence collection and analysis, strategic analysis, counter-terrorism, peace-keeping operations, natural disaster relief, police operations, conflict resolution and more.

Our S&I programs are designed specifically to equip interested individuals (military, police. politicians, defence industry groups and civilians) with the skills necessary for them to analyse particular scenarios, using the data and information provided, and determine the most appropriate courses of action to resolve the conflict, task or issue facing the government or non-government organisation as appropriate, and demonstrate their expertise at the highest levels of professionalism.  We firmly believe that the S & I program offers a good balance between strategic leadership and planning, intelligence and decision-making.  This program will benefit not only military professionals, police staff or security authorities but also defence industry groups and civilians involved in security and intelligence operations and business.

A primary expectation of this program is that graduates will be able to obtain knowledge delivered by internationally qualified lecturers which can then be applied in real-life situations encountered in their individual parent organizations.  As the lectures will be conducted in English, students can expect to improve their English language skills, thus improving their ability to engage with other international organisations.


I hope you have found the information in this letter of interest.  In particular, 
I request that you convey the details of our S&I program to your personnel, especially those who may be interested in furthering their educational development and whose career paths would potentially be enhanced by attending this

postgraduate program.  Furthermore, DPUIC would be pleased and ready to extend our educational cooperation to other countries via student exchange programs where applicable.
